Macau recorded a year-on-year real GDP growth of 49.1% to MOP 54.79 billion in the second quarter of 2010, 

according to the Statistics and Census Service of the Macao SAR Government, and the total value of merchandise 

imports and exports rose by 17.6% from the same period of last year to MOP 12.41 billion.  In the first half of 

2010, the number of new incorporations and value of registered capital increased by 22.3% and 78.3% 

respectively.
